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Phyllanthus amarus Schum. & Thonn. and Phyllanthus fraternus Webster, are very much
similar with each other morphologically. These two species have been in use as herbal medicine
and are referred as ‘Bhumyamlaki’ since ancient times for jaundice and other liver-related
disorders. However, Phyllanthus amarus is medicinally much more important than the latter
one due to its higher content of active constituents like phyllanthine and hypophyllanthine.
Therefore, it is of great importance if we can separate out these two species even from
fragmented conditions as found in herbal drugs often, using anatomical characters. In the
present study, the anatomical studies including venation pattern, seed anatomy, epidermal
anatomy and stomatal complex were undertaken for the two species of Phyllanthus.

INTRODUCTION

The genus Phyllanthus L. was first described by
Linnaeus in Species Plantarum in 1753, The genus
contains ¢. 833 species distributed all over the
world (Govaerts er al., 2000). However,
Kathriarachchi er al. (2006) recommended inclusion
of four more genera to make it a large monophyletic
genus Phyllanthus s.1. which would comprise c.
1269 species (Govaerts et al., 2000). In Indian flora,
the genus is represented by 53 species
(Gangopadhyay et al,, 2007). Out of these 53, there

metrical obliteration of the trace of that Other in its precarious
Subjectivity” (1994: 76). The Devas’ metanarratives of victory
over the Asuras, especially, the Puranas and the epic Ramayana,
prioritize and legitimize the victor-colonizer’s point of view, and
thereby present the vanquished Asuras as mean and evil, sup-
pressing and nullifying their utterances of the alternative ver-
sions of the stories of the socio-political battles through which
the Devas spread their empire destroying that of the Asuras. The
stories of the ostracized Asuras remained underground ever
since, un-archived and unauthorized, manifest only in obscure
fragments in the collective unconscious of certain tribes.

In his Charles Eliot Norton
series of lectures delivered at Harvard in 1932-1933 and published famously as 7The
Use of Poetry and The Use of Criticism, Eliot has delivered two lectures on the
s — the first is “Wordsworth and Coleridge” (delivered on 9" December,
“Shelley and Keats” (delivered on 17" February, 1933).

Interestingly, in both the essays, Eliot’s primary intention was to criticize the critical
acumen of these four Romantic poets. Himself a poet-critic, Eliot was strongly aware
of the rich tradition of English poet-critics beginning from Sidney and Ben Jonson Lo
his contemporary Ezra Pound. Eliot has always been interested in analyzing the critical
works of poel-critics like Dryden, Wordsworth, Coleridge, Arnold or Pound. He scems
to have shared Ben Jonson’s belief, although with lesser degree of conviction that
“[t]o judge of Poets is only the facultie of poets; and not of all Poets but the best” (qtd.
in Phukan 43). His friend and early mentor Pound was equally dismissive of non-poct
critics. He once gave advice to the young poets to “[play no attention to the criticism
of men who have never themselves written a notable work” (qgtd. in Phukan 44). After
Pound, it is Eliot who takes up the matter assuming the differences between the
criticism of poets and those of non-poets to be a matter of considerable importance.
In “The Perfect Critic”, he emphatically declares that criticism and creativity are “two
directions of sensibility [which] are complementary and as sensibility is rare, unpopular,
and desirable, it is to be expected that the critic and the creative artist should frequently
be the same person” (7he Sacred Wood 16). Though Eliot was not reluctant to recognize
the critical power of non-poet critics like L. A. Richards and Herbert Read, he always
implies that the best criticism of poetry comes from poet-critics like Dryden, Dr.
Johnson, Wordsworth, Coleridge, Swinburne or Remy De Gourmont. The two lecture-
essays should be read keeping this Eliotian belief in mind. It is also not a surprise that
while he failed to appreciate the poetic genius of the Romantics, he could certainly

find merits in their critical acumen.
The Harvard lectures in Eliot’s own admission are “rapid and superficial” (The Use
of Poetry and The Use of Criticism 67) and as he is constrained to take in two Romantic

Introduction:

The term biological diversity was used first by wildlife scientist and conservationist
Raymond F. Dasmann in the 1968 lay book 4 Different Kind of Country. The scientific societies
follow the definition of biodiversity given by Wilson (1992) as: **...all hereditarily based
variation at all levels of organization, from the genes within a single local population, to the
species composing all or part of a local community, and finally to the communities themselves
that compose the living parts of the multifarious ecosystems of the world.”” It represents the most
mmportant working component of a natural ecosystem. It helps maintain ecological processes,
creates soils, recycles nutrients, exerts considerable effect on climate, degrades waste, controls
diseases and above all, provides an index of health of an ecosystem. It is the source of food,
medicines and a variety of important products. Thus it exists as natural wealth in terrestrial and
aquatic ecosystems,

Levels of biodiversity:
Biodiversity is generally described at three levels: Ecosystem diversity, species diversity
and genetic diversity.
1. Ecosystem diversity or habitat diversity:
e It is the differences between ecosystem types and the diversity of habitats and ecological
processes that occurs within each ecosystem type.
Habitat diversity may be terrestrial habitat (forests and grass lands), marine habitat, fresh
water habitat and wetlands.
2. Species Diversity:
e This refers to the variety of species.
e [Itrelates to the number of species in a defined area.
e The diversity of species can be measured through its richness, abundance and types.
Areas rich in species diversity are called hotspots of diversity. Species diversity may be
terrestrial diversity (plant and animal diversity), marine diversity and freshwater diversity.
